L'administration provinciale en Thailande

In Thailand, decentralization has been applied into the state
administration by political elites since the beginning. The objectives of
using have been differentiated by the elites. Those applications
depended on the social and political environments at that time.
However, the truly goal of those decentralizations have not been
aimed to strengthen local power and increase efficiency and
effectiveness of public services to the local. That mean, even there
have been decentralization continuously, the role and power of local
people and organization in local administration still have been limited
by the central government. Local people and organizations still have
no real right to settle and admin all public affairs impacted to their life
by themselves. So, this paper then would like to discussion in 3 issues
these are (1) the series of decentralization movements of Thailand
divided into 3 periods of time (2) the results of decentralization and
analyze strength and weakness in each period and the overall and (3)
the alternative idea which will be able to create the authentic benefit of
decentralization in the future.
