Nominated students will receive by e-mail instructions on how to apply. They
will have to submit an online application form with an ID photo, a photocopy
of their passport/national ID and a French language test or certificate.

Exchange students can select courses from three different categories,
according to their individual needs and French proficiency level. Please note
that all courses are taught in French.

French Language courses (Inal'FLE) - no minimum, full beginners accepted
Inalco offers French as a Foreign Language courses. All proficiency levels are
available from A1 (full beginner) to C1 (advanced).

Please note that a french language test will be sent to all incoming students
before their arrival at Inalco, regardless of the courses they decide to take.
Its results will determine the group level to which the student will be
registered at Inalco, regardless of other results from DELF/DALF exams.

o A full semester workload is 30 ECTS.
e The grades scale ranges from 0 to 20, 10 being the minimum grade to pass
a module.

Transcripts will be sent to students by e-mail 3 weeks after the end of the
exchange program.

Inalco is generally able to provide exchange students with student housing in external residences
(CIUP/CROUS/ALJIT, within the Paris city limits. Prices range from €420 to €600, a price much lower than the
average price of housing on the private market. However, please note that housing cannot be guaranteed.

Students wishing to apply for one of these residences must include this information in their online
application form.

Taking into account food, accommodation, transport, leisure, etc. the cost of living in France can be high,
especially in Paris. Each student’s budget depends highly on their lifestyle, however the average estimated
monthly budget is 900€ - 1300%.

HEALTH INSURA/NCE

EU students: EU students must get a valid European Health Insurance Card (EHIC), covering them during
their whole stay in France. For a full coverage, it is recommended to subscribe to additional health
insurance.

Non-EU students:
e Non-EU students must get, before departure, an international health insurance covering them
during their whole stay in France.
e In addition to this international health insurance, it is highly recommended to register to the
