Notre conférence organise une rencontre entre ces spécialistes, en vue de
susciter le dialogue et faire émerger les priorités d'un programme de recherche sur
I'enseignement de I'arménien occidental aujourd’hui.

Teaching Western Armenian in the Armenian Diaspora in the 21st century means facing
several challenges, from very theoretical ones to practical issues.

Postgraduate in
Communication and Arts at FCSH, trained in Gesture Theatre in Estudis de Teatre,
and Kiklos Scuola, and has a degree in Training for Actors at ESTC.

Sevan Deirmendjian (Turquie) est né a Istanbul. Il est diplomé de I'Université
d’Etat d’Erévan, Faculté de philologie, ot il a soutenu une thése sur Antranig Dza-
rouguian. Il enseigne aujourd’hui a I'école des Mekhitaristes d’Istanbul et il travaille
comme rédacteur au journal Jamanag.

Anaid Donabédian (France) est Professeur responsable des études arméniennes
al'Inalco depuis 1992, et depuis 2013 Visiting Professor a I'Université Américaine
de Beyrouth dans le cadre d’'une délégation a I'Institut de Recherche pour le
Développement (France). Ses recherches portent sur la grammaire de I'arménien
occidental moderne, le contact de langue, la question de la norme et I'effet des
idéologies sur la transmission linguistique en diaspora, la création de ressources
numeériques pour I'arménien occidental.

Jasmine Dum-Tragut (Austria) is Researcher and Lecturer at the University of Salz-
burg. Honorary doctor of the RA Academy of Sciences. Jasmine has been working in
sociolinguistics, minority studies and Armenian language maintenance/loss for many
years on an international level.
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Martin Essayan has been a Trustee of the Calouste Gulbenkian Foundation since 2005.
He is the great grandson of the Founder. He is also a Trustee of the St Sarkis Charity
Trust in London. He is a graduate of the Harvard Business School, and has worked

at The Boston Consulting Group, specialising in financial services. He led or advised
teams supporting some of the largest successful transformation programmes in
European Financial Services. He has an engineering degree from Cambridge University.

Gilles Forlot (France) is Linguist and Professor at Inalco, responsible for the Depart-
ment of “Language Teaching Methods.» His previous research and publications were
devoted to multilingualism, especially in French and English speaking countries.

Manuelle Franck (France) est Professeur, géographe, spécialiste de I'Asie du
Sud-Est. Elle est Présidente de I'Inalco depuis 2013, apres avoir occupé
les fonctions de Vice-Présidente a la recherche.

Ani Garmiryan (Portugal) is the Calouste Gulbenkian Foundation’s Senior
Programme Officer for Western Armenian Language Support. She studied Linguistics
and Pedagogy at the University of Heidelberg and Educational Leadership at Bank
Street College, N.Y. She is the founder of MGNIG and she was the principal of
Hovnanian School in New Jersey (2000-2014). She has also been a lecturer in SLA
Methodology at Inalco since 1994.

Maria graduated in
Theatre Directing and in Drama from ESTC and completed an MPhil in Performance

Colette Grinevald (France) is Linguist, Emeritus Professor at University Lyon 2,
specialist of South American native languages, and interested in lesser documen-

ted and endangered languages. She is one of the leading scholars in the field of
endangered languages and language revitalisation, with some key publications of the
domain in French and in English.

Hagop Gulludjian (USA) is Lecturer in Armenian Studies at UCLA. He has a PhD in
Letters and an MBA. He has researched and published on medieval Armenian poetry;
interactions between virtuality, heritage language, culture, and diasporas; and
Armenian literature in Diaspora.

Sosi Hadjian (Argentina) is Teacher of Western Armenian at the Saint Gregory high
school in Buenos Aires, teaching Armenian language and literature. Studied in the
Karen Yeppe college of Aleppo.
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Christine Hélot (France) is Professor of English in the Teacher Education Depart-
ment of the University of Strasbourg. Previously she held a post of lecturer in Applied
Linguistics at the National University of Ireland (Maynooth College) where she was
the director of the Language Centre. Christine is the author of reference publications
in the field of multilingual education.

Shaghig Kandaharian Hudaverdian (Lebanon), M.A. in Educational Psychology
from American University of Beirut, is an instructor in psychology and education
at Haigazian University, PhD candidate at Université Saint Joseph, Beirut. Teacher
trainer in the public and private educational sectors. Member of the educational
committee of Hamazkayin, M. & H. Arslanian College in Beirut.

Shushan Karapetian (USA) is Lecturer of Armenian courses at UCL for over six
years. Holds a PhD in Near Eastern Languages and Cultures from UCLA (2014).
Directs the Summer High School Heritage Language Program at the National Heritage
Language Resource Center at UCLA.
